His job was to
act as a forward observer and call-in artillery fire, something he said they did 1,2,3 times a day.
In addition to his service in Afghanistan Master Bombardier Stanford was deployed domestically
to help with the floods in Manitoba and he also participated in training other troops for
deployment to Afghanistan.

Master Bombardier Stanford retired from the Canadian Armed Forces in 2012 after a 7-year
career.
